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HEROIC MEDECINE
„The Earth is an organism, in which plants, animals and humans are like cells. Each minute thing in this organism has its specific purpose, and only when it is working in harmony, does the organism live, flower and grow. The technical civilisation human with his manic obsession to do away with natural things, to diminish and destroy them, and to replace it by a gigantic growth of unnaturalness, has a fatal similarity to cancer. Since your mental illness grows and grows, the consequences of the metastases spread over the earth. Indians say that since more than 300 years. One can read about it. But how should one make a tumour understand, that exactly that which he thinks is a great success is in reality self murder!”

In common understanding the spiritual quality of a race is judged by its visible and cultural state of development. If there are any Art, Architecture of Scripture, then it is relatively easy to judge the spiritual habitus into one of the judgement categories, which one deems sufficient. By these benchmarks there are only logical explanations that are deemed to be valuable by all rules of scientific-experimential way of proof. The development into this direction started with the greek philosopher Aristoteles (384-321 B.C.), who founded the teachings of the rigorous acquisition and organisation of knowledge, the so-called formal logic.

Since then the spiritual potential is only measured by if and how it is based on the system of formal logic. The whole development of the Ability to Judge and Imagine is since Aristoteles put into this casting mold. That spiritual potential – for example of the native American Indian – developed into another direction and maybe came to results that are of the same value or even better is in our value system of formal logic not of the same value.

A short review on the development of modern American medicine might support maybe the willingness to find entrance to the Indian understanding of the art of healing.

In the high feeling, to be the only one who knows about scientific knowledge, the colonial-European medicine was stunned at the startling successes of the Healing Processes and the extremely high standard of the Native Americans. These Native Americans were “aborigines”, unbelieving “heretics”. They did not fear the threatening wilderness, but loved it and felt secure in it. They had no writings, they did not know scientific systematic and all the great achievements of the formal logic. They did not take bodies apart.

How then should they know the construction and the functions of this „Apparatus“? Sure, their healing successes were as startling as incomprehensible, and therefore purely mystical – sorcery, hocus-pocus, quackery, exorcism, daemon culture. Also: luck, pocket trick, pure shamanism. That one would centuries later understand the methods of the Native American – hygiene, quarantine, isolation – and its active ingredients – hormones, enzymes, antibiotics – their health care and birth control, and that one would call Indian practice later Antisepsis, narcosis, dietetics and anaesthesia, the scholars of the occident could not predict.

In the 17th century the experimental medicine in America received new impulses through the introduction of the small pox vaccination. First the Turks had made this finding. The English Lady Mary Wortley Montagu noticed it and told the Royal Society about it. The American doctor Cotton Mather took some details from the Society-Publication transaction and recommended the general introduction. But at first the conservative and religious scientists resisted, because they saw epidemics as godly visitations of the sinning humanity and defense against the deep sinning against the will of god. Nevertheless the vaccination spread since 1721. Its usefulness could not be overseen during the big smallpox epidemic (for example 1752 in Boston).

Fundamentally the Indian native healing had a hard time with these imported epidemics; because before whites entered this part of the world, such epidemics were totally unknown. But because the general hygiene of the native Americans was on an extremely high standard and because for them dietetic, quarantine and immediate isolation as well as antisepsis were normal part of the healing routine, they were not as often affected. When they were practically unscathed by their provisions and they stayed unaffected in the midst of a contaminated and heavily suffering colonial region, then they were defamed that they would be in a treaty with the devil; but if mass contagion which were not immediately recognised, and did their provisions not help them much and they died as well, then it was said that it was gods rage that had hit stubborn non-believers.

The reasons of the scurvy sickness under which almost every colonial family was suffering, became first clear to the doctor Cadwallader Colden, after he had studied some reports about Indian dietetic. He attributed the population’s illness to a deficit of fresh vegetables and ripe fruits, but without giving a plausible explanation for it. In a similar fashion the yellow fever was spreading in the colonies, which also sporadically afflicted the cities – for example New York 1741/1742 – while the Native Americans were even then save from it, when they lived in swamp areas, like the Seminoles in Florida.

The investigative medicine concentrated its interest mostly on the phenomenon, mechanism and development of the illness instead of protection, treatment or healing. The human, his well-being, or even the healthfulness in itself were of secondary importance. In contrast to this, the Native American healing aimed in the opposite direction.

As a causal reason for the spreading of illnesses and epidemic plagues the doctors blamed the four seasons and the climatic changes. Solar irradiation and fresh air were already since a long time regarded as dangerous for healthiness. The scientific explanation for this simply sounded to easy: air that is too hot accelerates the “Fermentation”, too cold one slows it down, changing conditions subjected them to too many fluctuations, therefore as a patent solution of a preferably consistent fermentation was only a closed room with the least aeration. The Native Americans put more value on fresh air and the climatic changes of the seasons and did not understand that they were looked upon as animalistic.

Der Arzt John Morgan ist in der Medizingeschichte Amerika’s als Nestor streng wissenschaftlicher Methodik hervorgetreten. Einer seiner Lehrsätze lautete: Der Arzt muss sich in seiner Praxis strikt nach der wissenschaftlichen Methodik richten, um die Funktionen des menschlichen Systems zu erforschen.  Morgan verband Wissenschaft im Allgemeinen und Medizin im Besonderen mit der Newtonschen Philosophie, die sich in beinahe jedem Bereich intellektuellen Lebens durchgesetzt hatte. Von 1767 an wurde Medizin zur akademischen Disziplin in Philadelphia. Die amerikanische Bezeichnung für den Arzt, „physician“, und für den Abschluss des Medizinstudiums, „Bachelor’s Degree in Physics“ zeigte deutlich an, dass damit für alle Zukunft der Einschluss der Humanmedizin in die seelenlose Formalsystematik der Physik vollzogen war. Dass diese Medizin die Entwicklung zur Apparatur und Mechanik im physikalischen Fahrwasser der Entwicklung zur technischen Zivilisation unvermeidlich mitvollzog, mag vielleicht eine Katastrophe gewesen sein. 

The doctor John Morgan emerged to prominence in the medical history of America as a founder of a strong scientific method. One of his doctrines said: the doctor has to follow in his practice the strong scientific methods, in order to understand the functioning of the human system. Morgan combined science in general with medicine in specific with the Newton Philosophy that had penetrated almost all of intellectual life. From 1767 onwards Medicine developed to an academic discipline in Philadelphia. The American term for a doctor “physician” and for the completion of the medical study „Bachelor’s Degree in Physics“ showed therefore strongly, that herewith for all the future the inclusion of the human medicine into the soulless formal systematic of physics was completed. That this medicine had made its development to the apparatus and the mechanics in the physical waterway in the development to a technical civilisation might have been a catastrophe. 

Die Errungenschaften dieser “Medizin”, die sich nun in Laboratorien, „Hörsalen“, klinischer Behandlung und an Siziertischen ausbreitete, blieben allerdings lange Zeit der bevorrechtigten Nutzung durch eine privilegierte Elite vorbehalten. Das ordinäre Fussvolk der Kolonisten und späteren Amerikanern hatte sich mit „folk medecine“ (Volksheilskunde) bis ins 20. Jahrhundert hinein zu begnügen. Bis heute ist die moderne amerikanische Medizin den hautgout solcher Klassenmedizin nicht wieder losgeworden.

Aber die Medizin war auch nocht weit davon entfernt, jenes exklusive und monopolistische Orakel zu sein, zu dem sie dann später entartete. Jeder Barbier konnte sich als Chiirurg betätigen, jede Hebamme, jeder Arbeiter oder Farmer konnte Rezepte für Patienten, Freunde, Familie oder sich selbst ausstellen, und solcherart in Umlauf gekommene Rezepturen unterlagen einem regen Um- und Austausch. Doch die am meisten anerkannte Autorität medizinischen Wissens und Ratgebens genoss der Almanach. Von den zahlreichen seit 1639 verbreiteten Almanachen, die ausser einem kalender und astrologischen Weissagungen ein Potpourri wissenschaftlicher und pseudowissenschaftlicher Informationen enthielten, war der Poor Richard Almanach der weitestverbreiteste.

The common practice was the use of blood-letting and Klistier.
It is almost impossible to imagine, how much loss of blood the doctors
thought was alright for their patients.
 

The blood-letting was the main foundation of the heroic treatment
(in germany also called "Pferdekuren", Horse Rehabilitation), 
which went under the term "Heroic Remedy", which in the
spirit of the american pioneer also found approval by the patients.
 

The medical man Benjamin rush, Co-Signator on the Declaration of Independence (1776)
had introduced it and had the opinion, that in serious cases one could take
up to four fifths of a patients blood volume. He often even
took about more than a gallon (3.78 liters of blood) in one session from the patient!
 

Daniel drake, the founder of the first medical faculty in Ohio, had the opinion,
that also Patients with Cholera should also be trated with blood letting.
 

It should be stated today, that this heavy blood letting, 
in those days defended by the school medecine in the strongest and made to be right,
has only damaged all the patients, if they survived it or not.

Der Mediziner Benjamin Rush, Mitunterzeichner der Unabhängigkeitserklärung (1776)
hatte sie eingeführt und vertrat die Ansicht, dass man in ernsten Fällen einen patienten um vier Fünftel seines gesamten
Blutvolumens erleichtern könnte. Er soll nicht gerade selten den ihm Anvertrauten
mehr als eine Gallone (3,78 Liter) Blut während einer Sitzung entzogen haben!
 

Daniel Drake, der Begründer der ersten medizinischen Fakultät in Ohio, vertrat die Überzeugung, dass auch
Cholerakranke mit Aderlässen behandelt werden sollten.
